Rule 5.1.30 Remote Appearances
during Court Emergency

During any time period during which the
Court is exercising emergency powers
under Government Code 8§ 68115 in
response to the COVID-19 crisis, Local
Rule 5.1.3(a) is amended as follows: “In
Family Court, appearances are governed
by local rule 3.8.6 except as indicated in
subdivision (b) or where remote
appearances via GoToMeeting are
authorized by the Court.”
